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1.0 Introduction  
 
Show Racism the Red Card organised an Anti-Racist School Competition for schools in England 
for the tenth consecutive year in 2009. The SRtRC Anti-Racist School Competition (England) was 
sponsored by the National Union of Teachers, UNISON, the Professional Footballers’ 
Association, Football Foundation, One North East, Newcastle City Council, North Tyneside 
Council, Unite, South Tyneside Council, Gateshead Council, Durham County Council, 
Sunderland City Council and Middlesbrough Council.  
 
The competition is a good way to encourage school pupils of all ages and abilities to be creative 
and produce follow-on work with an anti-racist theme having worked with SRtRC resources in 
classroom sessions. In running the 2009 competition SRtRC were able to continue with changes 
we have made to the organisation of the competition and implement some of the strategies 
suggested in the evaluation of the 2008 competition. It is an aim of the campaign to maximise 
participation in the competition and methods in which this may be achieved, will be explored in 
this report. 
 
The report will also demonstrate the ways in which SRtRC promoted the 2009 competition, 
encouraged Local Authorities to become partners in the competition, maintained the standard of 
judging and exhibition of entries, ways in which we seek to use the entries and organise a 
National Prize Giving Ceremony for the winners. In addition this report also features an evaluation 
of the competition based around feedback from the teachers who facilitated participation in the 
competition in their schools.

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2.0 Competition  
 

2.1 Promotion  
 
Thanks to the continued support of the sponsors of the competition, Show Racism the Red Card 
were able to maintain the levels of staff time given to the organisation of the competition in 2007 
and 2008.  This helps the campaign to effectively promote the competition and explore ways to 
improve promotion. In England, we again printed 40,000 flyers featuring the rules and registration 
form (App 1) and winning pieces from the 2008 competition, as well as photographs from the 
2008 Prize Giving Ceremony at the Emirates Stadium. Thanks to the NUT, 30,000 of these flyers 
were mailed directly to all the schools in England in September 2008. A PDF version of the flyer 
and the rules was also available from the SRtRC website. 
 
SRtRC distributed the remaining copies of the flyer in a number of ways. All Local Education 
Authorities in England were contacted and asked to distribute copies to their schools. Eleven 
(LEAs)  were able to mail out copies of the flyer to their schools, amounting to a further 2,005 
distributed. In addition ten further LEAs were able to distribute the flyer to their schools 
electronically, either as part of an electronic newsletter or as part of a specific e-mail, (App 2). 
 
The Educational Events at football clubs afforded SRtRC another avenue for promoting the 
competition through distribution of flyers directly to schools. 41 of these events were organised 
during the time period in which registration for participation in the competition was open. 
Approximately 4,070 school pupils heard about the competition at these events. In instances 
where SRtRC invited schools to attend events (24 of the 41 events, in the case of the remaining 
events, schools were invited by football clubs and/or Local Authorities, or sponsors), all of the 
schools within the LEA nearest to the football club were sent a letter about the event, which also 
included a copy of the competition flyer. 
 
Show Racism the Red Card produced a calendar for 2009, which again used artwork and poetry 
entries from the 2008 SRtRC Competitions in England, Scotland and Wales. This was used to 
raise awareness of the competition and work produced. It was sent out to our contacts at the 
beginning of 2009. The calendar was also sent to all of the winners of the 2008 competition to 
promote repeat participation amongst these young people and their schools. All of the entries 
from the 2008 Competition were used as a touring exhibition, which was available to sponsors, 
conferences and public buildings.  
 
SRtRC’s Community Education Team again promoted the competition to all of the schools they 
worked with over the registration period, within the seven Local Authorities they were working in. 
This helped to highlight how the competition could be used as a follow on activity for young 
people who had worked with SRtRC resources and in this case taken part in a SRtRC workshop. 
The competition was also promoted through the campaign’s website, (www.theredcard.org), the 
resources section of the website carried the rules and registration details.   
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2.2 Registrations  
 
The table below feature the totals for independent registrations from schools, by region. For 
comparative purposes I have also included the totals from the previous three years of the 
competition in England. (Trend graph view - App.3)

The totals for independent registrations, those schools providing registrations for the School 
Competition, has risen slightly on the total for 2008, (App 4). In three of the listed regional areas 
however, the total has fallen, while in the remaining four areas the total has risen. The 
independent registration total for 2009 is over four times that of 2006, and just 80 schools short of 
2007’s four-year peak of 420.  
 
This kind of steady growth in the independent registrations is positive and SRtRC will look to 
further improve these totals via renewed promotion strategies in the future. In the report on the 
2008 competition I recommended several promotional strategies for 2009, which included: 
 

·  “Flyer design in August 
·  Acquire database of all the schools in England for mailing in September 
·  Better website promotion 
- New website should allow easy upload of videos and files. I would like a film 
advert / stills advert featuring PGC footage / photos, teacher quotes and artwork for the 
homepage. This kind of imagery and content could help enthuse teachers and students 
about the competition 
·  Specific press release on announcement of competiti on  (September) 
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·  Use existing contacts again at Local Authorities fo r flyer distribution, while 
mailing all Local Authorities about mailing possibi lities 
·  Mailing to schools registered in the last three yea rs 
·  Promotion of the competition at all football club e vents and details 
included on the press releases for those events 
·  Provide Community Education team with cover letters  to go with   
competition flyer, to be given to teacher at each s chool they visit 

            Possibly include an advert for the comp etition on each of the Show Racism the   
            Red Card football club posters?” 
�
To take the recommendations point by point: 
 

·  The flyer for the SRtRC 2009 Competition was designed in August 2008 and this allowed 
the campaign to get the flyer out to all the schools in England in September. The NUT 
kindly agreed to distribute the flyer to every school for us again and the early production 
of the flyer meant that we were able to get the flyer to the NUT in time for their 
September mailing to schools.  

·  SRtRC did acquire a database of every school address in England over the summer. 
However, the continued support of the NUT meant that the prohibitive expense of 
undertaking the mailing to 30,000 schools ourselves was avoided and it was unnecessary 
to use the database for this mailing. Some feedback from the NUT on the mailing of the 
flyer is that it is too wide to be mailed with their mailings without being folded, which 
incurs an additional cost for them. With this in mind, the 2010 flyer will be re-sized 
accordingly. 

·  Delays with the re-design and restructuring of the website did not allow SRtRC to fully 
maximise the potential of advertising the competition through this resource. It is hoped 
that the now completed website will allow us the ability to promote the competition 
through prominent adverts on the front page. Some of the feedback from participants and 
facilitating teachers has been extremely positive and SRtRC should find ways to use this 
within adverts. SRtRC staff team have also discussed the possibility of a gallery section 
of the website which will showcase the work of previous entrants in the competition. This 
should be a section of the website that will encourage participation and serve as 
inspiration for young people producing work.  

·  SRtRC created a specific press release announcing details of the 2009 competition, 
which was distributed for us by UNISON’s Press Department.  Also in September, SRtRC 
held the official launch of the competition at Milton Keynes Dons FC. The launch 
attracted good press coverage at a local level and was attended by over 600 young 
people from local schools. 

·  SRtRC were able to contact all of the LEAs, which had previously distributed the flyer to 
their schools via a named contact on a database. The campaign was also able to contact 
all of the other LEAs within England and those that agreed to distribute the flyer supplied 
a named contact, which has been added to the database for future competitions (21 
LEAs in total distributed the flyer via mail or e-mail). 

·  All schools that had registered in the last three years were sent a mailing of the rules and 
registration details for the 2009 competition, via the previous registration databases. This 
has encouraged repeat participation. 

·  The 2009 competition was promoted at all of the educational events at football clubs from 
September – March inclusive and was mentioned on some of the press releases. 

·  The Community Education team felt that it would be unnecessary to take copies of a 
cover letter in to schools to give to teachers, as they would be able to talk to teachers 
about the competition and provide copies of the rules and registration flyer.  

·  A short advert for the competition was not included on the 2009-10 football club posters. 
The campaign again advertised the website prominently on the 52 different English 
football team posters produced, which exceeded half a million copies. Young people are 
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the main target of the posters and the message is seen by them in schools, youth groups, 
football clubs and also at home throughout the year. In 2007, SRtRC carried an advert for 
the competition on the 2006-07 season posters, but have not since. The re-design of the 
website took much longer than expected and this meant a front-page advert for the 
competition with images was not possible. In hindsight had we forseen such a delay, the 
opportunity afforded by the posters for promoting the competition directly to prospective 
participants should have been taken. 

 
2.3 Promotion Recommendations  

 
Over the past three years, significant improvements have been made to the promotion 
and organisation of the competition. These improvements have allowed SRtRC to create 
a stable base and framework for the competition, its timetable and partnerships. SRtRC 
have also sought to increase participation levels and retain the interest of those schools, 
which have participated in the past and organisations, which have worked with the 
campaign in partnership to organise local level competitions.  To enable this to happen, 
SRtRC will continue to use the successful strategies we have implemented and refine 
and replace those strategies that have been partly successful or unsuccessful.  

 
In 2005, there was an unprecedented registration total of 1022 schools in England and 
Wales. SRtRC accept that this figure was super-inflated because of the launch of what 
was then a new DVD and Education Pack. Schools were using the registration form to 
order copies of the package without taking part in the competition. This was shown by the 
numbers of entries we received in 2005, 2007 and 2008 remaining at around the same 
level. 
At the time of writing the report for the 2008 competition I felt that there was a danger of 
the 2009 competition registration form again being used as an order form for a new 
resource. SRtRC again launched new DVDs and Education Packs at the beginning of the 
school year. This situation was avoided and I think this was largely due to the clarity of 
information provided on the website and in print regarding the new resources and the 
competition.  
 
Some interesting ideas have already been discussed amongst the SRtRC team about 
how the campaign could further improve the promotion of the competition and changes 
that may be necessary. 
 

·  Paperless Promotion . It has been suggested, because the printing of the flyer is 
expensive, environmental concerns and a recent SRtRC survey in Scotland that revealed 
teachers prefer to be contacted electronically, that for the 2010 competition no flyer is 
printed. For this idea to be viable, SRtRC will need to make sure that information about 
the competition is available to schools readily and easily. For paperless promotion to 
work SRtRC will need to ensure several things: 
a). Produce A5 flyer and registration guide in PDF format to be available by e-mail and 
through theredcard.org and sponsors websites   
b). Prominent advert for competition on front page of website. Link to registration form 
within advert front page on website 
c). Complete gallery section of winning entries from previous competitions, repeat advert 
on this page 
d). In Schools & Educational Section of website, full-page advert and registration form 
link. 
e). Electronic mailings of flyer and registration guide via LEAs, sponsors and football 
clubs 
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The Show Racism the Red Card website will be absolutely pivotal to making paperless 
promotion a possibility. SRtRC should review access figures and feasibility of the above 
points before coming to a final decision. 
 

·  Launch Event. To draw further attention to the announcement of the competition a more 
high-profile press launch event should be organised. Ideally, this should take place in 
September and as the competition is a nationwide, SRtRC should seek to involve 
England players in the launch event. The FA are one of the competition sponsors and 
SRtRC should discuss with them a way we could do this. A way to further entice young 
people to enter the competition would be to announce some prizes when registration 
opens. As 2010 is a World Cup year, it would be good if we could announce some prizes 
that involved an England game or players. Again, SRtRC should look at how we could 
arrange this with our partners. 

 
·  Exhibition & Display. SRtRC must look to for opportunities for the exhibition to be used 

at external venues and particularly at conferences of sponsors and partners as a way of 
promoting future competitions. Last year’s exhibition was under-used in this regard and is 
a great resource for drawing attention and showcasing the brilliant work of the entrants. I 
recommend  2 A3 cards are produced with information about the competition, which 
should then be affixed to the exhibition. SRtRC should also think about how best to 
display the 2009 overall winning entry, which is a 3D model and will not attach to the 
display boards. At some educational events at football clubs it is not possible to have the 
exhibition in the venue. SRtRC should arrange to have a display stand made with details 
about the competition and how to register on it and make sure this is on display at all 
educational events at football clubs. 

 
·  Partnership Councils. Later in this report details of how partnership councils are 

promoting local level competitions in their area are included. SRtRC must look to 
encourage more LEAs to get involved in promoting the competition in their area. Over the 
course of the 2008-09 football season, SRtRC educational events at football clubs were 
attended by over 25 representatives from Local Authorities, many of whom had an input 
in the event by taking part in panel discussions or speaking formally to the audience. 
SRtRC must try to demonstrate to council representatives nationwide the positives of 
running the competition locally. These events could serve as a good way to introduce the 
idea to a contact. SRtRC must also use the experiences of existing partnership councils 
to show prospective LEAs the benefits to the council and schools in the area. The 
excellent “Working with Show Racism the Red Card and their resources: A Guide for 
Councils” is available from the website and SRtRC should look to publicise its availability 
to councils.    

 
·  Football Clubs.  SRtRC are working with more football clubs around England than ever 

before and we have built upon the good range of contacts made at football clubs to 
improve the quality of the events. Of the 44 events at football clubs that were held during 
the 2008-09 season, 25 were organised in conjunction with Football in the Community 
(FITC), Playing for Success, Study Support Centres or Education Departments. These 
departments at football clubs are ideally placed to work with SRtRC in organising the 
events. All are involved in anti-racist education with schools in the locality and many use 
SRtRC resources to do this throughout the year. SRtRC should seek to encourage these 
departments within football clubs to promote the competition to schools they work with 
throughout the year. The competition can be used as a follow-on activity for young people 
having used our resources and by utilising the existing partnerships with the football 
clubs to more effectively promote this, SRtRC can further expand the number of schools 
taking part in the area. At present SRtRC are working on re-writing the ‘Guide for Football 
Clubs’ to allow experiences of clubs which have engaged with the campaign over the last 
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three years to be included. A section on how to promote the competition should be 
included in the re-worked guide. 

 
·  Promotional Poster. The competition could move to paperless promotion this year. 

However, while the campaign has worked hard to promote the competition and benefits 
of participation to schools, young people and teachers over the years, more could be 
done to promote the competition visually to the participants. Teachers and schools are 
mailed copies of the rules and registrations and then get young people to take part. A 
poster which could be displayed on a notice board in a registered school could display 
some former entries, photographs from previous prize-givings, list possible mediums for 
possible prizes and have a space reserved, to be filled in by the school, for the teacher’s 
name to contact if pupils are interested in taking part. This would hopefully raise interest 
within participating schools for pupils from all age groups to take part in producing work. 
The same poster could be made available to FITC/Study Support Centres/Youth Groups 
to promote to young people engaged by those services. 

 
SRtRC will have internal discussions about all of these possibilities. The campaign 
continues to aim to increase participation in the competition throughout England and will 
strive to find ways to do this. 

 
2.4 Competition Content  

 
Previous discussions within the organisation about the content of the competition, 
specifically, a narrower theme within anti-racism for entries to focus on, failed to convince 
us that this would be an idea which would increase participation. The theme of the 
competition remains anti-racism and part of the competition’s appeal is that young people 
have a wide scope of possibilities to use as a topic for their entries, provided by the 
SRtRC resources.  
For the 2009 competition some suggested topics were included on the flyer that young 
people may consider basing their entries on. These topics were: 

·  Islamophobia 
·  Welcoming New People to Britain 
·  Asylum Seeker / Migrant Mythbusting 
·  Dealing with Racism 

 
These topics were included to allow schools using any of the new SRtRC films and 
education packs in lessons as a ‘launch-pad’ for the competition. Not many of the entries 
received in the 2009 competition dealt overtly with any of the suggested topics. For the 
2010 competition we will include suggested topics on the promotional material again, to 
allow schools to use any of our film packages. SRtRC may also include an additional 
suggested topic to tie-in with the World Cup in the summer of 2010. The overall theme of 
the competition will remain anti-racism.   

 
2.5 Working with Partnership Councils  
 
Show Racism the Red Card is keen to work in partnership with as many LEAs as 
possible. The involvement of a partnership council adds real value to young people taking 
part in the competition. The partnership councils often run a localised competition in their 
area with its own prize-giving ceremony that then feeds in to the national competition, or 
promote the competition extensively in their area. In many instances the promotion of the 
competition or the organisation of a localised competition, is just a part of some excellent 
direct anti-racism work undertaken in schools. The examples below give a brief overview 
of the work undertaken by each partnership council. 
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2.6 Examples of Partnerships  
 

Bury  
 
Bury curriculum and Language Access Service (CLAS) have worked to promote the 
Show Racism the Red Card competition in the Bury area for six years. In 2006, Bury 
CLAS were able to purchase a DVD and education pack for every school in Bury, 64 
Primary Schools, 14 High Schools and 3 Special Schools. This ensured that over the last 
few years every school in Bury has had the opportunity to use our resources and take 
part in the competition. Bury CLAS also provide fantastic support for teachers using our 
resources and even provide training sessions for teachers on the best ways to use our 
DVD and pack. 
 
During the past six years Bury CLAS has been able to organise a local school 
competition Prize Giving Ceremony for their favourite entries. Unfortunately this was not 
possible during 2009. However, during the 2008-09 football season, SRtRC have 
continued to build on our good relations with Bury FC and we hope to organise a 
promotional event with the football club and Bury CLAS in September 2009, to re-launch 
the competition in the area. Increased involvement from the football club and highlighting 
the experiences of winners from schools in the area over the past few years could help 
reinvigorate participation levels in the area. The quality of the work from the schools in 
Bury has not diminished and there have been five winners from schools in the area over 
the past 2 years alone.   
 
Milton Keynes  
 
The partnership Show Racism the Red Card enjoys with Football First and Milton Keynes 
Council has produced some fantastic work from Milton Keynes schools and ensured the 
profile the competition enjoys in the area is extremely high. Over the past four years, 
Football First have promoted the competition regionally and undertaken direct work with 
our resources in local schools. The Football First team operate an assemblies 
programme in local schools where the SRtRC resources are introduced, sometimes to 
the whole school and the competition is promoted. This has meant that “over 14,000 
young people” (Football First) have been introduced to our resources during the 2009 
competition alone. The competition run locally is exemplary; Football First have cultivated 
a great partnership with Milton Keynes Dons FC which has meant the competition has 
great effect in the region and draws considerable media attention. 
 
Some of the ways in which Football First, Milton Keynes Council, Milton Keynes Dons 
and Show Racism the Red Card have worked together include: 
 

·  Launch of the Milton Keynes Competition and SRtRC Competition (England) at MK Dons 
FC, 30/09/09, to an audience of over 500 people at Stadium MK, featuring six players, 
the Chairman and First Team Fitness Coach, Ade Mafe. Press coverage included local 
TV, radio, club website and web based TV ‘Ask MK’. 

·  Football First deliver assemblies programme to over 45 local schools to encourage 
participation in the competition 

·  MK competition winners, their parents and representatives of participating schools, over 
250 people in total, parade around the pitch at Stadium MK before the MK Dons vs 
Oldham Athletic AFC game, 14/03/09 with red cards on display. Both teams warm-up in 
SRtRC T-Shirts and the club present the winners from Milton Keynes with MK Dons 
prizes such as shirts and match tickets. The parade and the game that followed were 
broadcast live on Sky Sports. There was also entertainment for the young people ahead 
of the parade, provided by some of the coaches for MK Dons’ Community Trust, who 
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demonstrated some ball skills. All of the parade members were able to remain and watch 
the game following the parade. 

 
An indication of how good the work in Milton Keynes around the competition is would be 
the record Milton Keynes schools have of producing winning entries in the National 
competition. Over the past four years, 17 winners have come from schools that have 
taken part in the Milton Keynes competition. It is a testament to the quality of the entries 
produced that different panels of independent judges have picked so many entries from 
the region over the last four years.  
 
Dennis Woolford, who heads up the MK work and Football First, were inducted in to the 
SRtRC Hall of Fame in 2008 for the work carried out in support of the campaign and 
competition. SRtRC look forward to continuing this productive partnership in the future. 
 
Nottinghamshire  
 
Show Racism the Red Card have been fortunate enough to enjoy a great partnership 
with Nottinghamshire County Council for many years. The Council have run a localised 
competition for Show Racism the Red Card since 2000, which has involved thousands of 
school students over the years and produced some great work. Each year, a local Prize 
Giving Ceremony is held to reward young people who have won prizes regionally, this 
ceremony has been well supported by Notts County FC and Nottingham Forest FC, both 
clubs have provided prizes for local and national competition winners. In the past the 
PGC has been held at the City Ground and more recently at the County Hall.   
 
During the 2008-09 season the Nottinghamshire PGC was held at County Hall and 
attended by winners from schools all over the County. Show Racism the Red Card 
Honorary Patron, Chris Freestone, was able to attend and help present the prizes along 
with local dignitaries and a Notts. County FC player. 
 
Every school in Nottinghamshire has received a copy of the new SRtRC DVD and 
education pack (2009) thanks to Nottinghamshire County Council and this helps to 
ensure that there is a good participation rate locally from the county’s schools. In addition 
to this, educational support is available to participating schools from Notts. County FC’s 
Football in the Community Department, which this year has assisted many schools in 
participating.  
 
Winners of the Nottinghamshire County Council competition also did well at a National 
level. Two entries from three young people won prizes in the national competition. Some 
of the winning entries in Nottinghamshire were also made in to posters, distributed by the 
council, which showcased the work and promoted the competition. It is SRtRC’s intention 
to organise an event with either Notts. County FC or Nottingham Forest FC for the 
opening months of the 2009-10 season with the intention of promoting the local 
competition widely. 

 
Derby  
 
Each year, Derby City Council’s Children & Young People’s Directorate promote the 
school competition to their schools and run a local prize giving ceremony as part of a 
larger awards event regionally, celebrating diversity. The quality of the work from these 
schools is of a very good standard and has seen a number of winners from the Derby 
area over the years.  

 
SRtRC hope to link up with the Children & Young People’s Directorate and Derby County 
FC, to highlight the benefits of both the local and national competition, to schools. The 
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presence of winners from this year’s competition and football player involvement would 
help attract media coverage. In November 2008, SRtRC organised an educational event 
with Derby County FC, which featured involvement from Derby City Council and 
Derbyshire County Council. Now that a relationship with the football club has been 
established it would be great to involve the club and councils in heavily promoting the 
competition to schools. 
 
Middlesbrough  
 
Management Committee member David Foster works directly with young people in 
schools in the Middlesbrough area using Show Racism the Red Card resources for an 
anti-racism module. In this way he is able to promote the Show Racism the Red Card 
competition in each school. David also facilitates collecting pieces of artwork from each 
school and making sure they get to SRtRC in time for the competition deadline. 
 
The work undertaken in Middlesbrough combines high-quality anti-racist education with 
the use of SRtRC resources. The standard of the work is very high and young people put 
a lot of effort in to their pieces. In the 2009 competition two entries from Middlesbrough 
schools were selected as winners. As with other football clubs in the area of partnership 
councils, we should use the annual event with Middlesbrough FC to showcase the 
benefits of the competition to local schools.  

 
Bath & NE Somerset  
 
A new partnership was created during the 2008 competition with Bath & North East 
Somerset County Council and Bath City FC. B &NESCC purchased a copy of the DVD 
and education pack for schools in the county and they were made available for schools to 
take away with them after a Show Racism the Red Card event at Bath City FC on 
01/11/07. The council also arranged to take the exhibition for a two-week display at Bath 
Central library in October to publicise the competition. 
 
Bath & NE Somerset Council again promoted the competition to schools within the 
County and SRtRC will look to meet with B&NESCC to discuss how we can work more 
closely together in the future to promote the competition.  

 
Lincolnshire County Council  

 
A new partnership with Lincolnshire County Council’s Ethnic Minority Achievement 
Support Service arose during the 2009 competition. The mailing SRtRC undertake to 
LEAs throughout England led LCC’s EMAS service to actively promote the competition to 
the schools within the County.  The service also decided to compile the registrations from 
the area and send them in to SRtRC in one before the registration deadline.  
 
 This concerted effort to promote the competition within Lincolnshire yielded a fantastic 
amount of registrations from the area, particularly as this was the first year in which the 
EMAS service actively promoted it. SRtRC will look to engage with EMAS further in 
Lincolnshire to see how we can continue to promote the competition within the county.  
As in other areas a part of an educational event highlighting the competition, with a 
football club, could be an extra boost to school involvement. This would also generate 
some press coverage for the EMAS service and SRtRC in general. 
 
2.7 Partnership Council Registrations  
 
Working in partnership with Councils in a variety of ways has tremendous benefits to the 
campaign in many areas, but the work of Councils in promoting and running localised 
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competitions, which feed in to the national competition is particularly beneficial. These 
partnerships ensure that big numbers of young people of all ages and abilities are using 
SRtRC resources in lessons, receiving anti-racist education and producing anti-racist 
themed work. The localised competitions also add value for participants, ensuring more 
young people receive recognition for their efforts. 
 
Unfortunately, one of the partnership councils who came on board during 2008 were not 
able to promote the competition in 2009.  This was due to a change in personnel at 
Islington Council. However, SRtRC have made some new contacts at Islington Council 
through the educational event the campaign organised with Arsenal FC. Cllr Ruth Polling, 
the Executive Member for Leisure & Equalities, spoke in support of the campaign at the 
event in January 2009 and members of the SRtRC staff are meeting with Cllr Polling and 
CEA @ Islington who operate the Education Services in the borough to discuss ways in 
which the Council and campaign can work together. It is hoped that the CEA @ Islington 
will again be able to run a localised competition in 2010.

It is brilliant to see that the Partnership Council registrations have increased again for the 
fourth year in a row (App 6). If SRtRC can forge more of these partnerships with other 
authorities, we should be able to continue this growth. SRtRC should also be careful to 
help existing partnership councils promote and run localised competitions in whatever 
ways we can, to maintain the excellent level of support we receive from these partners.  
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For comparison, we can see overall participation totals over the last four years below:

It is really good news that the overall total for registrations hit a four-year high during the 
2009 competition (App 7). With continued hard work and improvements to promotion we 
can continue to see participation in the competition grow.  
If we consider that there are approximately 30,000 schools in England, the Show Racism 
the Red Card Competition in 2009 was only participated in by 2.10% of schools. There is 
still much scope for expansion. 
 
2.8 Summary of Findings

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3.0 Judging & Exhibition  
 
3.1 Exhibition  
 
Show Racism the Red Card did not make use of the exhibition as much as we have over 
the last two years. The campaign still tried to include displaying the exhibition at as many 
of the educational events at football clubs as possible. However, it was used less by 
external organisations at conferences and on public displays. SRtRC did not advertise 
the availability of the exhibition as widely as in the previous two years and we will look at 
ways to make it available in a cost effective way for the organisation and those using it. 
There is an issue with both transport costs and wear and tear on the boards and cases 
for SRtRC. The campaign does not want to pass these costs on to the organisations, 
which borrow the exhibition, as this would be prohibitive. Internal discussions should be 
held on how best to use this fantastic promotional resource. 
 
3.2. Judging  
 
An external venue was again arranged for the judging of the competition entries. As with 
the previous two competitions this venue was the terrace at the Parks Leisure Centre, 
North Shields, courtesy of sponsor North Tyneside Council.  
 
Prior to the judging, all of the entries in the competition had been numbered, logged, 
divided in to the relevant categories and mounted on the exhibition boards. Again this 
year, all of the registered schools received a sheet to fill in and attach to the reverse of 
their entry, which detailed the entrant’s name and asked the school to pre-select the 
category for that entry. It also allowed space for extra details such as the number of 
participants in the school and teacher contact details. This let SRtRC sort the entries 
efficiently and also meant that the judges were not aware of where a particular entry was 
from when viewing them.  
 
SRtRC decided to continue with the highly successful and competitive ‘All Ages & 
Abilities Multi-Media Category’ for all music and film entries in the 2009 competition. The 
morning session of the judging was given over to viewing and listening to all of the entries 
in this category. As with the previous year’s competition SRtRC had again provided 
sheets for the judges to score the entries on originality, the quality of the anti-racist 
message and the execution of the idea. These sheets were particularly useful for judging 
this category and we will look to produce these again for 2010. 
 
As with the 2008 competition, following the judging a photo-call was organised for local 
press. The judges were joined by SRtRC football coaches and Honorary Patrons, Gary 
Bennett and John Anderson. Local newspapers covered this event and gave some good 
exposure to the forthcoming Prize Giving Ceremony at Villa Park and the competition 
generally.  
 
The judges were invited from sponsors, SRtRC Management Committee members and 
organisations that SRtRC work with on the competition and other areas of the campaign. 
The judging panel contained members with a great range of experience in education, 
anti-racism and design backgrounds and SRtRC would like to thank the judges for giving 
up their time and supporting the competition in this way.

The football clubs donated some fantastic prizes that were definitely very much 
appreciated by the young people who had won prizes. It was also great this year to be 
able to talk to some of our contacts at the football clubs who SRtRC work with on the 
educational events throughout the year, to arrange special prizes such as VIP trips for 
classes and groups of winners from the local area. This has a threefold effect: It gives the 
winners a unique experience as part of their prize, it highlights the support of the club for 
the campaign and for the competition and finally, generates additional local press 
coverage. SRtRC’s links with the football clubs also allowed us to ask contacts to arrange 
for individual players’ England shirts to be signed by those players at their club. 
 
It was also very good news this year to have more donations from other commercial 
companies than ever before. The donations from Konami, Sony, UEFA, Lego-Land and 
Panini were the first we have had from these organisations. These prizes made brilliant 
additions to the prize packages for the young people and the companies were very 
generous to donate so much. Every organisation and football club who donated prizes 
were thanked publicly at the Prize Giving Ceremony and in the programme, but SRtRC 
would like to thank them again here. 
 
The overall winning entry receives the trip to Manchester United’s training ground, the 
Lego Land passes, Hilton Hotel Visit and thanks to the NUT a computer for the school. 
These prizes are in addition to those already given for winning their category. 

 
 

3.5  Prize Giving Ceremony Strategy  
 

In organising the Prize Giving Ceremony (PGC) for the SRtRC competition 2009, SRtRC 
were conscious that we wanted to build on the successful organisation and 
professionalism of the previous two ceremonies. In 2007 SRtRC adopted the idea of 
having a single PGC for the England competition, which provided excitement and 
additional incentive for the entrants as the PGC had a much higher profile than a regional 
event by being held at a Nationally recognised venue. This also provided an additional 
focus for media and invited guests. In the past regional PGCs had not generated such 
good national press coverage or become as much of an event for the winners. 
 
In 2007, the PGC was held at the Royal Suite in the newly built Wembley Stadium. In 
2008, the PGC was held at the Royal Oak suite of ‘England’s Best Venue for Meetings 
and Events’ (2008 Business Tourism Gold Awards), the Emirates Stadium. Both of these 
venues have a fantastic reputation and attracted a good number of patrons, VIPs and 
media to the PGC.  
 
Early in discussions amongst the SRtRC team about potential venues for the 2009 PGC, 
it was apparent that there was a consensus that there would be some benefits to finding 
a venue outside of London. The capital had hosted the previous 2 PGCs and the highest 
profile PGCs of some of the previous years’ regional ceremonies: Charlton Athletic FC 
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(2006), Hilton Park Lane (2005). SRtRC still targeted venues that were nationally 
recognised and we approached Aston Villa FC to see if they would be interested in 
hosting the event.  
 
An initial meeting with Lee Preece, Aston Villa FC’s Villa in Harmony Project Manager 
and Ravi Masih, Aston Villa’s Community Marketing Executive, was extremely positive 
and the football club agreed to the use of the Holte Suite for the event. Aston Villa FC 
was very supportive of the event and competition’s aims and helped SRtRC organise a 
great ceremony.  The date was fixed for the third week in April, which meant that it would 
not clash with any of the school exams at this time, (KS2 + KS3 SATs, GCSE’s etc) ad 
would allow the winners to attend. 
 
Villa Park has hosted England international matches and its location in Birmingham 
meant that the PGC would be accessible for winners and their families and sponsors and 
supportive organisations from all over England. SRtRC enjoys the support of many 
Honorary Patrons who live in the area and it was hoped that this would encourage many 
to attend. Lastly, the presence in the Aston Villa FC squad of many international players 
and the presence of more football clubs in the surrounding area SRtRC hoped there 
would be an excellent turnout of current professional footballers to present prizes.  
 
3.6 Prize Giving Ceremony Report  
PGC @ The Holte Suite, Villa Park, 23/04/09  

 
The Prize-Giving Ceremony was held at Villa Park, Birmingham on 23/04/09 for the first 
time and it proved to be an excellent venue and event. The winners came from 22 
different schools, from all around England to the Holte Suite to receive their prizes from 
England international & PFA young player of the year, Ashley Young and USA 
international goalkeeper Bradley Guzan, amongst other celebrity guests. Both players 
also play for Aston Villa FC and were on hand to meet all of the winners during the 
ceremony.

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Also presenting prizes on the day were England Pan-Disabilities Captain, Chris Holland, 
Honorary Patrons Brendon Batson, Earl Barrett, Dean Gordon, Mark Walters, Frank 
Clark and Dave Bennett. The event was hosted by SRtRC Education, Information & 
Events Worker Laura Fleck and SRtRC Honorary Patron Leroy Rosenior. Sponsors were 
also involved in handing over prizes to the young winners, as was the Minister for Sport, 
Gerry Sutcliffe MP, who also closed the ceremony with some kind words. Everyone in 
attendance was able to go on a tour of the stadium before the main event, which added 
to the excitement. Football clubs had again been very generous with prizes for winners in 
their locality and in addition to prizes donated, every winner received a Show Racism the 
Red Card goody-bag, which included an Umbro England football, SRtRC T-Shirt and 
England baseball cap. 
 
It was an excellent Prize Giving Ceremony, the Holte Suite was a great venue and the 
young people really enjoyed receiving the prizes from famous players, having photos 
taken and the tours of Villa Park. On arrival the winners were also able to see a special 
welcome message on the giant electronic screens in the car parks and their names 
scrolling along the bottom of the display. Show Racism the Red Card covered the costs 
of travel for the winners and their families to the event. All of the artwork and creative 
writing entries sent in to the competition were on display at the event on the large 
exhibition boards. We were also able to screen three films that had won prizes in the ‘All 
Ages & Abilities Multi-Media Category’. We plan to make the exhibition available to public 
buildings throughout the coming year to publicise the competition and showcase the work 
of all the entrants.  
 
At the Prize Giving Ceremony, it was revealed that the overall winning entry of the 2009 
competition was a 3D model of a fictional racist incident, created by Amber Gavin of 
Ivybridge Community College, Devon. The judges couldn’t have agreed more with 
Amber’s message on the model “Football is best without racism shown in this model, do 
the right thing: Show Racism the Red Card”. As part of her prize for winning the 
competition overall, Amber will go on a special VIP visit to Manchester United’s training 
ground and also received an England shirt signed by John Terry, a trip to Lego-Land, a 
family stay at a Hilton Hotel and computer games courtesy of Sony. Thanks to 
competition sponsor the NUT, Amber’s school also receives a lap-top computer. 
 
Following the event, Minister for Sport Gerry Sutcliffe MP said: “Racism has no place in 
football, in sport, in life. And it is important to get that message over to children and 
young people as early as possible, so that we nip in the bud the sort of abuse that from 
time to time does still disfigure the sport in Europe. These awards brought out the best in 
the children and young people who entered: their commitment to fairness and 
enthusiasm for sport - as well as their creative talents.”

4.0 Evaluation & Feedback  

 
4.1 Overview  
 
Show Racism the Red Card are extremely interested in the feedback of the teachers who 
facilitate the running of the competition in their schools. SRtRC look to improve the 
competition each year and ensure that both teachers and participants find the 
competition to be enjoyable and rewarding. To obtain feedback from the schools and 
teachers we sent out a survey to all registered schools to gauge the general levels of 
satisfaction and also harvest some useful suggestions for improving the competition.  
 
To maximise the amount of responses we received the survey was kept to a short tick-
box format with space for further comments and suggestions. Respondents had the 
opportunity to post, e-mail or fax their completed surveys back to us, anonymously if 
preferred. SRtRC received 31 completed surveys (at time of writing), just 4.9% of 
registered schools (App 8). The first thing we were interested in finding out was the 
amount of pupils taking part in the competition within each centre 
 
4.2 Average Participation per School

From the data supplied we can see that around 45% of responding schools had 0-50 
pupils participate in the competition, over 25% between 50-100 pupils, over 25% between 
100-250 pupils and 3.22% had 250+ participating pupils. If we say that the respondents 
who had 0-50 pupils participate each had 35 pupils take part, the 50-100 pupils 
respondents each had 75 pupils take part, the 100-250 pupils each had 175 pupils take 
part and the 250+ respondent had 250 pupils take part, this would give us a total of 2740 
pupils taking part in 31 schools. The average participation figure across 31 schools with 
these approximate figures is 88.38 pupils per school. In addition to these figures, 62 
schools provided us with exact figures for participation within their school on the reverse 
of entries sent to SRtRC, which gave an average participation figure across 62 schools of 
113 pupils. Adding these two sets of figures together gives us a combined approximate 
average of 104.79 pupils participating per school, which when applied to the remaining 
539 schools registered, gives us a total of over 66,230 pupils participating. This total is 
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very approximate, but it is an encouraging number of pupils participating and is around 
the same number of approximate participants as in the 2008 competition.

The responses to this question seemed to support SRtRC’s belief that the competition 
can serve as a good way to introduce the subject of racism and working with SRtRC 
resources in the classroom. It is a little worrying that 3 respondents could not agree with 
the statement. SRtRC did not make using the latest films a pre-requisite of participation, 
allowing schools to use older films and education packs as the basis for lessons.  We ask 
in the survey for users views on the resources. It is however, very positive news for 
SRtRC that over 90% of respondents either strongly agreed or agreed that working with 
SRtRC resources has improved pupils’ understanding of racism.

Over 80% of respondents agreed that it was easy to engage the interest of pupils in the 
competition. 16% of respondents neither agreed nor disagreed with the statement and 
the remaining respondent felt it was not easy to engage the pupils interest in the 
competition. These figures largely support SRtRC’s assertion that the competition can 
excite young people’s interest in anti-racism by being creative and that it is a natural 
follow-on activity for young people who have worked with the campaign’s resources.

Excellent feedback for the new SRtRC DVDs and Education Packs, over 90% of 
respondents felt that they were useful resources for addressing racism. As we can see 
from the teachers comments’ (section 4.9) the respondent who felt they were not useful 
was commenting about old resources.

“The DVD and resources pack are a bit dated now and in order for children to gain 
anything from the resources they need to be updated with new footballers etc. Also by 
the time the children reach Year 6 they would have seen the DVD four times in years 3, 
4, 5, 6 – so maybe consider a separate one for each year group?”  (C1) 
 
“Many good organisations used poster competitions, perhaps you could diversity into a 
poetry competition / cartoon strip idea?” (C2) 
 
“I think the whole project supports children in appreciating that racism is something that 
happens anywhere and anytime – not just to poor refugees and asylum seekers, but to 
wealthy privileged members of our community. It is not the victim’s fault, they usually do 
nothing to invite it which is an important point for children to realise. 
It also supports the understanding of people different from them and supporting the 
breaking of any cycle of prejudice which might not exist in their lives.”

“Our school were lucky enough to win a 3rd place prize and attend the ceremony at Villa 
Park. Can I suggest that times can be arranged to have tours of the stadium (our school 
has students with physical disabilities and therefore need longer to walk around). The day 
was well organised and a good format for future events. We loved seeing the winners 
names on the big board in the car park – it was exciting.” 
 
“We were thrilled that our entry came 3rd in one of the creative writing categories. The 
DVD is both shocking and informative. We hope to enter the competition next year. The 
whole link with SRtRC has been very positive for our school.” 
 
“As I usually work with year 6 I have worked with several classes producing posters and 
poems. Quite a few competitions use this approach. This year because of staff turnover I 
wasn’t given much time otherwise I might have made a video. I thought it was quite harsh 
only being allowed to send one piece of work – it might have been fairer to send one 
poem and one poster. What about trying a different approach next year – something that 
would help support their literacy like an interview or letter.”

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4.9 SRtRC Response to Teachers Comments  
 

·  C1: For the 2009 competition new educational resources were produced. This was 
promoted on the rules and registration flyer. 

·  C2: There is a Creative Writing category for poetry. Artwork entries are not confined to a 
poster format, a comic-strip is an excellent idea for a format of entry and would be 
welcome. Details of types of entry permitted were included in the rules and registration 
flyer. 

·  C3: Artwork, Creative Writing and Films are judged in separate categories. This is 
detailed on the rules and registrations flyer. SRtRC limit schools to one entry per school, 
due to capacity issues.  

·  C4: This could be a good idea to promote the competition and encourage young people 
to participate. SRtRC should consider this. 

·  C5: SRtRC would like to apologise that a list of winners had not been added to the 
website more promptly. The organisation will strive to ensure that the judging and 
announcement of winners is undertaken with greater transparency. SRtRC will achieve 
this by an earlier and more prominent announcement of the winners on the website and 
an e-mail out of the list of winners to registered schools who provide an e-mail address, 
in 2010. 

·  C6: Interviews and letters would both be welcome formats for submissions in the 
competition, (Creative Writing Category).

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5.0 Conclusion & Summary  
 
The Show Racism the Red Card Anti-Racist School Competition remains a highly 
successful facet of the SRtRC campaign. Through the competition many schools use and 
purchase the SRtRC educational resources, with multiple age groups of pupils using 
them within lessons. The competition results in tens of thousands of young people 
producing creative anti-racist work.  
 
SRtRC also gain great additional resources such as the exhibition, material for the annual 
calendar and designs and potential designs for posters and other resources. SRtRC will 
make further use of the most recent entries by highlighting them in a section on our re-
designed website. There is a potential opportunity to showcase some of the film entries 
on our website too and with the 2008 winning film we were able to add this entry as an 
extra to our DVD menu. SRtRC will seek to continue to use the entries as widely as 
possible to promote future competitions. 
 
The improvements in the organisation of the competition over the last 2 years have 
meant that SRtRC have been able to build on the success of these competitions in 2009. 
This year’s competition was run efficiently, saw an increase in school registrations and 
maintain a high standard of both quality of entries and there anti-racist content. This is a 
testament to the quality of teaching within participating schools. 
 
The support SRtRC enjoys from sponsors, partnership councils and football clubs is 
pivotal to the success of the competition. A key to the growth of the competition will be 
how effective the campaign can be at retaining the involvement of all three of these types 
of partner organisations and acquiring the support of new partners. 
 
There exists tremendous scope for development of the competition, particularly a growth 
in the number of participating schools. Although there are a large number of pupils 
working with our resources and engaging with the competition, this exists in only a little 
over 2% of England’s schools. With more effective promotion to schools and an 
expansion of the number of Partnership Councils, which promote and run localised 
competitions, the competition can achieve an exponential growth in participation. 
 
In closing, SRtRC would like to thank all who have helped make the 2009 competition a 
success. Not only those sponsors, Partnership Councils, football clubs, other 
organisations and schools that support it; but in particular the teachers who took the 
competition in to their schools and the young people who created such inspiring and 
thought-provoking anti-racist work.
