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Anti-Racist School Competition 2012 - WALES

Show Racism the RED Card is an anti-racist charity, which specialises in producing educational
resources. These include videos, DVDs, magazines, posters and education packs. The aim of our
campaign is to combat racism through the use of footballers and rugby players as anti-racist role
models and we are fortunate to have the backing of many top managers and players. This is the
twelfth successive year that we have run an anti-racist schools competition and we have found
them to be an extremely useful way of encouraging young peoples’ interest in anti-racism.

Last year saw over 100 schools take part throughout Wales, with more than 4500 pupils of
different ages and abilities producing anti-racist themed artwork. The Prize Giving Ceremony took
place at the Millennium Stadium in Cardiff and all the winners from across Wales attended and
received their prizes. These included signed footballs, signed shirts, match tickets, a SRtRC goody
bag and a framed certificate. The category winners also had the opportunity to watch the Wales
football and rugby squads in one of their training sessions. The overall winners were a class from
Hafod-y-Wern, who made a superb and moving short film as part of the Video/Media Category.
They won a laptop for their school, a SRtRC football fun day, a CD each from a top music artist
and a £10 voucher each to spend in any shop on the high street!

The Show Racism the Red Card DVD is 20 minutes long and conveys a
powerful anti-racist message through the medium of professional football. It
covers new ground in anti-racist education and is suitable for a broad range of
age groups. The DVD features new interviews with some of the most popular
footballers currently in the game and is accompanied by a new education pack
with ideas and activities suitable for a broad age range, from Primary to
Secondary schools. The campaign advises schools to use the DVD and
Education Pack to help the young people with ideas for pieces of art.
